A San Francico-basad technobgy entrepreneur, Trevor Traina began his career a5 a brand manager at Seagram's, where serendipitoushy
he alo disoovered his interest in collecting photography. When Traina karned the works from the corporate collection that had adorned his
affice and nearby hall space were being auctioned, he purchased the arbwork and found hims=f “bitten by the bug to aciquire.” His
collection began in earnest with vintage prints of izoniz images by Diane Arbus, Willam Egglston, and some early Fobert Frank works. The
acuisition of such canonical prints provided Traina with a foundation that emboklened the young colector o pursue more adventurous
work, Fhotographs by such masters as Lee Friedlander, Garry Winogrand, Stephen Shore, Cindy Sherman, and Andreas Gursky follwed.
His recent interest focuses on conceptual photographers such as Roe Ethridge, Christopher Williams, and Ryan MeGinky. Describing his
